Moving from a series of specific data points to indicators, and finally to a total score for an institution, requires us to match
values that represent fundamentally different data. To do this we use a standardisation approach for each indicator, and
then combine the indicators in the proportions indicated below.

The standardisation approach we use is based on the distribution of data within a particular indicator, where we calculate
a cumulative probability function, and evaluate where a particular institution’s indicator sits within that function.
